Dear Food Vendor: 
 
Please join us for the 19th Annual Luzerne County Community College Alumni Craft Festival on 
Saturday, October 18, 2008.  The hours of the show are 10 a.m. to 4 p.m. on LCCCÕs main campus in 
Nanticoke. Last year nearly 2,500 people attended and 140 vendors participated in this one-day event.  
Proceeds from the craft festival will benefit LCCC student programs.   
 
Once again this year, we will have a food court area for our shoppers.  If you would like to participate we 
are accepting a limited number of applications for food vendors.  Please note that we are again making an 
effort to limit duplication of food sales.  With this in mind, the jurying committee will review all 
applications submitted to eliminate this problem.  Food vendors will have assigned locations (vendors 
who participated in 2007 will have the same location in 2008) and we ask that you respect others by 
staying within your assigned space.  Once again this year, students in the pastry arts program will be 
selling baked goods and therefore we will not be accepting baked goods from outside vendors.   
 
To be considered for participation in the first round of jurying, please submit the enclosed application 
form, a valid ÒCertificate of InsuranceÓ form and your payment by July 18, 2008.  There is a $125 
registration fee for food vendors. Please note the following as well: 
 

1. Indoor spaces are not available.  Food vendors will be allowed to setup on Friday, October 17, 2008 from 
1:00 Ð 3:00 pm. 

2. All food vendors must submit a ÒCertificate of InsuranceÓ naming LCCC as the insured for the day of the 
event.   

3. We ask that food vendors support the Craft Festival raffle and/ or theme basket auction by donating a prize 
or gift certificate. We hope that you will consider this request favorably.   

4. The Festival goes on, rain or shine. No refunds will be made based upon weather.  In addition, refunds will 
not be given to those canceling less than three weeks prior to the event (October 3, 2008).  Last minute 
registrations may not be accommodated.  

5. No "breaking down" before 4 p.m.  Your participation in our festival includes your agreement to remain for 
the duration of the festival.  Please do not disregard this important point as those who break down early will 
not be invited to the 2009 Craft Festival. 

6. LCCC or its volunteers will not be held responsible for damage due to breakage, fire, accidents, injuries or 
theft. 

You will receive notification and additional information regarding the craft show by August 15, 2008. If 
you are not selected to participate we will return your registration fee to you after that date.  Should you 
have questions, please call the LCCC Alumni office at (570) 740-0735 or e-mail: alumni@luzerne.edu.
